Cairo, Alexandria and Qena 
on the application of Systematic Approach to Teaching and Learning 
During the academic year [2005/2006] 

  First: Report of the Cairo Governorate: 
Systemic Approach applied in teaching and learning to read and write in the first and second grades in most primary schools in all directorates of the governorate and the views as follows: 
1 - positive interaction by the pupils. 
2 - Activating the learning and effective participation of the pupils, and make them the source of learning. 
3 – Enhance the student thinking. 
4 - Create the spirit of fair competition, including for access to information. 
5 - View the multiplication table easily through solving the exercise, which creates the concept of the multiplication table. 
6 - Activities: develop the link between the religious education and all articles. 
7 - Encourage the student to come to the school to engage in the activities. 
8 - The idea of vocabulary in the Arabic language written by the student himself with student learning of each word and not to link the word with the letter and write only the first letter more than once to learn the characters faster than the regular method of preservation. 
9 – Continuous thrill in solving of ongoing training. 
 II: Report of Alexandria Governorate: 
The experiment was implemented, in all the schools of the Governorate and the views as follows: 
1 - The use of this method leads to  creation of a favorable environment for teaching and learning in classrooms, schools and activating the role of the teacher as a guide and prompt in the classroom. 
2 - Despite the high density in the classroom, up to 64 pupils but that education helps to activate the memory and vitality of the pupils in the classroom. 
3 - Stimulates participation and to respond to the teacher. 
4 - Pupils all pride and confidence when answering any questions but they were jumping over the seats and all of them quickly in order to be best able to answer. 
5 - Helped not to lose pupils and their commitment to attend despite the high density classes. 
6 - Helped to expand in the thinking of students and the organization of many characters in the image systems, as well as words in sentences. 
7- The Parents accepted, and appreciated teaching in this way. 
 III: Report of Qena Governorate: 
Application was in three schools in Qena Directorate, and in all schools of Armant Directorate, and the views as follows. 
1 - Competition between young pupils in the race to develop systemics for many words, and many of the sentences. 
2 - The joy and enthusiasm in the eyes of our kids are involved in the preparation of their activities in the paper and wood. 
 Recommendations: 
entrance of SATL in primary schools OF Qena on the first three rows starting from the next school year 2006/2007 for the following reasons: 
1 - will address a lot of support to the pupils learning, especially in reading, writing and spelling. 
2 - Eliminates the most serious negative phenomenon, in our schools, conservation and memorization. 
3 – Growing the skills of systemic thinking in our students from an early age, which is the way to reform and achieve sustainable development. 
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
