In the light of the wide support and enthusiasm of participants for SATL, the conference, reached the following recommendations:

1- All concerned with the socio-economic development of Egypt and the Arab region:

a) To take note of the importance of SATL for human resources development.

b) To prepare future generations,

c) To deal efficiently with advanced technology and globalization.  

2- Ministries of education in Egypt and other Arab countries: 

a) To implement SATL as part of a strategy to prepare graduates that are equipped to operate efficiently in both local and international commerce and industry.

b) To include SATL in the teacher qualifying programs at the faculties of education...
c) To encourage the use of methods for assessment of higher levels of learning (synthesis, analysis, creativity... etc) which are important aims for SATL.

d) To introduce training programs for lecturers in higher education institutions which include SATL.

e) to develop training programs for all levels of administrative and support staff in educational institutions, which will enable them to 
  facilitate the successful adoption of SATL
3- The science education center, Ain shams University: 

a) To cooperate with various mass media in highlighting the importance of SATL as a national strategy.

b) To intensify its cooperation with faculties of education in Egypt and other Arab countries, in educational research on SATL and to disseminate the results of such research widely. 

c) to cooperate with the ministry of education in training thousands of teachers, instructors, and other key educators at all levels of education in SATL and its applications in different disciplines.

d) To design and produce CD-ROMs as training materials, giving examples for teaching guidelines. 

e) To intensify the organization of seminars, training programs, workshops, etc.

f) To introduce, extend, and evolve the practice of SATL.

g) To establish a web site devoted to SATL in order to allow sharing and recording the achievements and activities and to disseminate its benefits. 

h) To expand its work on green chemistry experimentation as a specific example of SATL with important environmental and economical benefits.  

i) To encourage the holding of further conferences on SATL, not only in Egypt but elsewhere, and to encourage wide participation (e.g. the 3rd Arab conference on SATL in Garash, Jordan, April 2003).
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
