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There are several strategies to make the teaching and learning much more easier and understandable, the most important of them is the systemic one which interlinks between:

content of the course, teaching methodology, evaluation and assessment, and use of the technology.


It is well established that technology improves and enhances teaching and learning. In order to teach students using the computer(based approach the course should be designed to require students to engage themselves in analysis, synthesis and evaluation as a part of their course and program requirements. It has been reported that the best designed courses and instead provide students the required information whenever they need it, using the new technology. 

The new technology and multimedia allow the use of hypertext, graphics, animations, 3D graphics, video, and audio which facilitate and enhance the understanding of the concepts. Systemic approach in teaching and learning allows students to create rich environment in both the quality and quantity of information. Students can develop their skills and abilities in the recognition of problems and participation in their soulution.

The benefits of merging systemic approach with the new technology in teaching and learning are:

* Knowledge is constructed and not transmitted

* Students are participating in their learning

* Students are motivated to learning

* Identifying and correcting the prior inaccurate understanding.

* Allows revising and expanding prior lessons.

* All students will use their be critical thinking, be problem solving and decision making.

* Students will demonstrate self-management skills.

Integration between new technology and systemic approach in teaching and learning allows the instructor to utilize a rich set of course materials. They can make effective use of technology if they carefully integrate it into comprehensive pedagogical strategies. It gives students a more individualized and interactive experience than usual instructural tools. enhances their educational, understanding, and retain their knowledge better.  

It makes education more efficient; compelling; informative and varied; and more interesting.
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
