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Hospital acquired infection is defined as the infection in which the patients acquired it after or during hospitalization and manifested either during stay or after discharge. This infection is an outcome of different multi factorial process, They are acting and interacting together to enhance or prevent occurrence of such infection. There are many well-known patient risk factors like age, presence of any systemic diseases like diabetes, ischemic heart cancer and intake of certain medications like corticosetroids and cytotoxic drugs. These last mentioned risk factors enhanced by procedures performed to the patients inside the hospital like invasive sophisticated procedures, which lead to more tissue damage and cross the normal immune barrier of the body . Hospital environment is considered to be the main source of infection if there is any degree of contamination. The infection in the hospital could be minimized through safe hospital waste management and continuous training of hospital staff to be adherent to sanitary procedures and disaffection techniques. Thus by knowing different elements of infection and how they act together, we could plan a strategy for prevention and provide the patients with safe and effective hospital stay to meet patients needs.    
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
