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Yellow fever is a febrile viral illness transmitted to man by mosquito Aedes Egypti. The module presented shows the different factors that act together leading to or modifying the occurrence and distribution of the disease worldwide currently. However in the coming future, with development of certain factors there is an evidence based hypothetical theory that the distribution as well as the features of the disease will change. It is obvious from the module the current pathway of the disease and the effect of reverse of that pathway, and so, broad mind thinking will plan the control of the disease.
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The unfavourable reproductive outcome of the workplace exposures is presented in the following systemic examples: In Example1 is a general systemic demonstrating the some occupational exposures that cause spontaneous abortion with simple explanation of the mechanism of action of theses causes.  In Example2 some reproductive hazards in a specific work place (hospital) are presented with explanation of the mechanism of effect. The systemic challenge the ability of the students to understand rather than just recalling theses factors. Since the examples did not mention all the other causes, the students are stimulated to build other examples. This will increase the competency of the students in considering the factor of occupational exposures in his future practical clinical practice. The presentation includes also other additional examples.

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Geriatric health is a branch of medicine concerned with clinical, preventive and social aspects of the elderly.

In Egypt, the elderly people 60 years and over now represent (6.2%) of the population. This rate is expected to be doubled by the year 2025.

Therefore, it is of utmost importance to properly plan health services to meet the geriatric health needs of ill health, diminished functional capability and social support. 
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Breast feeding is a natural way of providing ideal food for the healthy growth and development of infants. It contains all nutrients a baby needs and has a unique biological and emotional influence of both mother and child. To raise awareness of this issue to our students, counselling for breast feeding should be presented in a systemic way for promotion of exclusive breast feeding. Knowing breast milk composition in comparison to cow's milk is directly related to the benefits gained from breast feeding which will necessitate application of steps for successful breast feeding that is set by the WHO/Unicef. This will in turn increase exclusive breast feeding practices and duration among women, which is our aim for promotion of child's health. Obstacles for successful breast-feeding and dangers of artificial feeding will be discussed, and solutions will be offered inter- related in order to support mothers maintain breast feeding.
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
