

Systemic Approach to Teaching and Learning the Relation Between Reproductive Health Hazards and Workplace Exposures

The unfavorable reproductive outcome of the workplace exposures is presented in the following systemic examples: In Example1 is a general systemic demonstrating the some occupational exposures that cause spontaneous abortion with simple explanation of the mechanism of action of theses causes.  In Example2 some reproductive hazards in a specific work place (hospital) are presented with explanation of the mechanism of effect. The systemic challenge the ability of the students to understand rather than just recalling theses factors. Since the examples did not mention all the other causes, the students are stimulated to build other examples. This will increase the competency of the students in considering the factor of occupational exposures in his future practical clinical practice. The presentation includes also other additional examples.
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
